A member of the public addressed the Council in support of planning application 09/00060/OUT

Another member of the public spoke in objection to the lifting of condition 2 (means of access 
and siting of 12 dwellings) relating to application 60/8425, Land at Keveral Gardens, Seaton. 
Although not opposed to some development at the site, concern was expressed regarding 
problems  relating to the poor state of the access road; the proposed means of sewage disposal  
into a private sewer and the probable increase of surface water run-off onto the road that 
already suffered from flooding problems due to an overflowing stream at times of high rainfall.

J. P. Candy agreed to consult Caradon Planning Dept. because of 
inconsistencies with the plans submitted. The Chairman proposed that a decision on this application 
should be deferred until the next meeting of the Planning Committee (26th February 2009); this was 
seconded by the Vice-Chairman and agreed by the Meeting with one abstention. 

 

7.2.2.  09/00070/FUL Mr. Gary Wilks 
   ROCK ROSE, BRENTON ROAD, DOWNDERRY 

Retention of replacement means of enclosure to front of dwelling comprising 
rendered walls and piers together with timber infill panels. 

The Clerk reported that a possible breech of planning regulations had been reported to Caradon D.C.  
last summer and that this application was as a result of that action. 
After discussion objection to the application for the reason that the proposed works were out of 
keeping with the street scene was proposed by the Vice-Chairman, seconded by Cllr. Mrs. G.E. 
Hartland and agreed by the meeting (two against and one abstention). 
 
7.2.3.  60/08425/DCND1  Kearn Industrial Holdings Ltd 
   LAND AT KEVERAL GARDENS, SEATON 
Consent to part discharge condition 2 (means of access and siting of 12 dwellings) of application no. 
60/8425 dated 05.09.1960  
The application was discussed at length, subsequent to which a proposal of objection was made by 
the Vice-Chairman, for the following reasons: 
 
1) The Council feels that this application is inextricably linked to the ongoing enforcement issue 
relating to the reinstatement of the hillside, adjacent to the application site, that is also owned by 
the applicant, and which is within an officially designated Area of Great Landscape Value.  In 
view of the fact that an appeal against the enforcement order, issued by Caradon District 
Council, has now been dropped, but still no action has been taken to repair the damage caused 
to the hillside, the Council feels morally obliged to object to any application relating to this site 
until action is taken. 
 
2) Over-development. It is felt that the number of 12 houses is more than should be planned for 
the area in question, which lies within an Area of Great Landscape Value.

7.2. PLANNING APPLICATIONS (continued):   
 
7.2.3.  60/08425/DCND1  Kearn Industrial Holdings Ltd 
 
3) The access road is not of an adequate standard to allow for increased levels of traffic for 
either residents of an additional 12 houses nor for heavy construction vehicles that would be 
required to complete the development. 
 
4) The issue of sewage waste from the new development has not been addressed. 
The Council was informed at the meeting that the existing sewer is in private ownership and that 
there is no agreement for sewer pipes from the proposed 12 new houses to be joined to this 
existing sewer. 
 
5) There are existing problems of road flooding, with a stream often overflowing onto Keveral 
Gardens at times of heavy rainfall. This issue needs to be addressed before further 
development  can be considered. The construction of additional access roads further up the hill 
could exacerbate this problem. 
 
In his submission to Caradon Planning Dept. the Clerk was asked to request that in the event of 
the objections of the Parish Council being overruled that the application should become subject 
to a site meeting by the Caradon Planning Committee. 
The proposal was seconded by the Chairman and agreed by the Meeting (2 abstentions).

The Vice-Chairman suggested that the Parish Public Transport Representative, (Ms. Eileen 
Saville), be encouraged to take part in the Looe Area Plan consultation process currently taking 
place. 
 

12. CURRENT / ONGOING BUSINESS:- 
12.1. PARISH PROJECTS – THE AXE 
Cllr. J.P. Candy declared a prejudicial interest in relation to item 12.1, spoke for information, at 
the request of the Chairman. Cllr, Candy informed the Meeting that excavation work to form a 
wildlife pond near the Axe stream had been carried out. The pond was in a secluded area and 
could not be seen from further up the field. Work on fencing, as agreed, would commence on 
the return of the contractor from holiday, later in March 2009. 
 

12.2. ELECTION OF ONE COUNCILLOR REPRESENTING DOWNDERRY WARD 
The Clerk reported that this vacancy had now been filled in an uncontested election. The 
Chairman again welcomed Cllr. Philip McClung to the Meeting. 
The Vice-Chairman asked what the cost of this election had been. The Clerk stated that he had 
not yet received the invoice from Caradon D.C. 
 

12.3. “ONE CORNWALL” 
12.3.1 Submission to the Boundary Committee regarding the inclusion of Deviock Parish 

in the proposed Pelynt Division 
Cllr. J.P. Candy reported that a submission to the Boundary Commission for England had been 
made regarding the wish of Deviock Parish to become part of the Pelynt Division. A recent poll 
had given support to the division being called “Trelawny”. Cllr. Candy also stated that the 
proposed Community Network Areas of Liskeard / Looe and Saltash / Torpoint had been ratified 
by the Commission. The Chairman thanked Cllr. Candy and the Vice-Chairman for their efforts 
over the past month in preparing the submission on behalf for the Parish Council. 
 

12.4. BURIAL GROUND FOR DEVIOCK PARISH 
 
12.4.1. Consideration of quotations received for a desk-top survey of three sites. 
The Chairman stated that two quotations for the desk top surveys had now been received:-

2) John Grimes Partnership Ltd.  £1,968.00 plus VAT 

After discussion Cllr. J.P. Candy proposed acceptance of the quotation from John Grimes 
Partnership Ltd of £1,968.00 plus VAT plus a possible additional £200.00 plus VAT for 
possible dynamic probing investigations in order to help determine the ground conditions; this 
was seconded by Cllr. P. McClung and agreed unanimously by the Meeting. 
The Clerk was asked to inform the company and to request an estimate of time required to carry 
out the surveys.

The Vice-Chairman stated that new information received regarding required 
criteria for the removal of public telephones appeared to suggest that BT’s own guidelines on 
this matter had not been followed, their being no other public phone within 400 metres and no 
notice of requested removal having been displayed in the kiosks in question. 
Cllr. Mrs. G.E. Hartland notified members that the Downderry & Seaton Residents Association 
had written to BT on this matter. The Clerk was asked to write again to BT and OFCOM with 
copies of letters to Colin Breed M.P. and Caradon D.C.
